Description:

This course is designed for students at a lower reading level or students who are
At-Risk, or in danger of not graduating high school. Launch US Government is designed
to meet the needs of online students who have had difficulties with traditional classroom
or other correspondence classes that do not meet a student’s needs and need to earn
an US Government credit.

United States Government is a comprehensive course that covers: the beginnings of
American government; the Constitution; the legislative, executive, and judicial branches;
creation on workings of states; local governments; political parties; citizenship; and
some world politics.

Course Organization: The course is divided into 15 chapters. Each chapter is broken
down into lessons based on learning outcomes. For each lesson, you are required to
read a section of the textbook, complete practice problems from the textbook, and then
take an online quiz. At the end of each chapter is a test covering the material from that
chapter.

e Computer or tablet with Internet access
e AGS United States Government Book
